Ruby comes from

the Latin word rubeus, which means “red.”

The larkspur can grow up to eight feet tall and comes in a variety of colors

such as pink, white, or purple.

Water lilies float on the surface of natural waters such as ponds. They help

deter algae growth and provide shade for wildlife below.
