Alexander sought an Easter gift

to surprise and delight his wife, Maria Feodorovna, who became a

Russian empress after this marriage.  

Alexander sought out a master goldsmith, Peter Carl Faberge to design

a gift. Instead of a necklace or a ring, Faberge designed an astonishing

creation, known as the Hen Egg, which was one of 50 eggs

commissioned by the Romanov family between 1885 to 1916.
