January Birthstone & Flowers .

The January birthstone is the garnet; the flowers are the carnation and
snowdrop.

Garnet Carnation Snowdrop

The garnet, is thought to keep the wearer safe during travel. Garnets
form in layers of rock deep underground where they withstand extreme
temperature variations. Geologists study garnets to understand the
effects of temperature and pressure on surrounding rocks. Although
the garnet is commonly associated with a range of red hues, it also
sometimes forms in other colors, including greens, yellows, and even
blues.

The carnation comes in several different colors, which convey different
meanings, much like roses. A pink carnation means affection, while a
red carnation means ‘I love you.’

The snowdrop used to be considered bad luck because it always
seemed to grow in graveyards, but nowadays, this delicate
flower signifies hope and beauty.
